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SUNY Broome Community College will consider for admission individuals without high 
school diplomas if they have been out of high school for at least one year or are over 19 
years of age. 
 
Applicants without the diploma must demonstrate "an ability to benefit" by either holding 
a GED or by satisfactory scores on the College's placement tests.
