4. Information Literacy:  
The bulk of the meeting was used to demonstrate the work that Carine Surdey has accomplished on creating learning modules and assessment for the Information Literacy Student Learning Outcome: “Students will perform the basic operations of personal computer use.”  This module will be piloted this semester in several “College Success” classes and then will be shared throughout campus.  In this way, assessment of this student learning outcome can be completed across many courses.  This module has also become part of a Student Success Toolbox on ANGEL.  The committee wished to thank Carine for her hard work on these modules!
Library staff are working on a similar module with an assessment piece for the second Information Literacy Student Learning Outcome:  “Students will understand and use basic research techniques”.
Andrew Haggerty is currently looking for volunteers to develop more department/discipline specific modules/assessments for the third Information Literacy Student Learning Outcome: “Students will locate, evaluate and synthesize information from a variety of sources”. Darin and Steve volunteered to meet as a subcommittee for this outcome, piloting it in History, Philosophy, & Social Science and in Criminal Justice. We are looking for volunteers from STEM and the Health Sciences as well. Andrew will call the subcommittee.
